To the
contrary, to lead the easily misled, one need only
loudly offer catty catch-phrases and scripted sound-
bites, almost, but not quite true, and plausibly
configurable to the preconceived notions of the
audience.

It’s easily done. I suppose it must be that,
throughout history, this has always been the case.
The Greek philosopher Socrates was quoted as
having said, “Whenever, therefore, people are
deceived and form opinions wide of the truth, it is
clear that the error has slid into their minds through
the medium of certain resemblances to that truth.”

So, it would appear this troubling propensity of the
human mind has existed, if not forever, then
certainly since some 450 years before Christ. Even
earlier I know, as Satan proved in the Garden of
Eden as he deflected Eve and Adam from God’s
truth.

People want to believe a believable story. And, if
the story is well-told and sounds even close to
authentic, we will.

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Death By Distraction

Construction work requires your full-undivided attention. You can put a lot of
time and effort into learning how to do your job, keeping up with safety
regulations and company rules, and learning about new technology and
equipment. But when you're involved in your daily tasks, all it takes is one
second of distraction to make you disregard your training and knowledge.
Your safety - and often the safety of your co-workers - is in your hands. As
you arrive on the site each day m make it a point to remain alert, aware, and
attentive no matter what task you perform.

Often, accidents happen not because you don’'t know how to perform a task
safely, but because you are distracted — your mind is somewhere else for just
a moment. Some of the most common distractions on the job include cell
phones, pagers, cd players, and people telling jokes.

Mental distractions can be just as dangerous. You may not be distracted by
an external factor, but you might be thinking about the fight you just had with
your significant other, worrying about your sick child, etc. Although
construction sites are inherently loud and distractions are all around, you must
keep your head in the game. Work on eliminating the causes of distractions.

Accidents don't just happen on the job. Distractions can lead to accidents on
the roadways, at home, and in public places. In our modern, multi-tasking
culture, we all try to do at least two things at once. We eat while we drive to
work, talk on the cell phones while driving, and watch the news while we
prepare dinner.

Life is full of distractions, but we have to stay focused on the vital tasks we
perform. “Death by Distraction” may sound a little extreme, but a distraction
can easily lead to an accident, and that accident could be fatal! Stay focused,
do the job right, and don't let distractions ruin your day.
