Do you remember who Michael Collins was and for 

what he was remembered? 

 

Forty-five years ago this month, May 25
th
, 1961, at the 

beginning of the “Cold War”, then President John F. 

Kennedy made a bold, some thought foolhardy, 

commitment that the United States of America would 

land a man safely on the moon and return him safely 

to earth before the decade of the sixties had passed. 

 

On July 24, 1969 that goal was achieved as 

Commander Neil Armstrong, Lunar Pilot Edwin 

“Buzz” Aldrin, and Command Pilot Michael Collins, 

the crew of Apollo 11, returned safely to earth 

following Armstrong’s “small step for man”.  Shortly 

joined by Aldrin for a trek of just over 21 hours, they 

too became the very first men to ever set foot upon 

that bleak, dusty surface of a moon that man had 

studied, tracked, imagined, and had wished upon for 

ages and ages.

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NEW EMPLOYEES 

 
Training is crucial in the construction industry, but a lot of the knowledge you 
obtain comes from experience.  Your safety attitude develops as you build on 
all the training and knowledge you gather, and put it into practice each day.  If 
you’re a new employee, you need to learn all the safety requirements of your 
job.  Look at your compliance manual or to your supervisor to help you 
develop a positive safety attitude.  You have a lot to learn, and the experience 
and training they have to offer can be priceless. 
 
If you don’t have a background in construction, you have to learn about 
workplace hazards and procedures.  Your foreman and experienced co-
workers can get you up to speed if you ask questions. Here is some good 
question to ask: 
 

? What are the site-specific hazards (blasting, hazardous materials, 
trenching and excavations, falls)? 

? Who do you contact in case of an emergency or injury? 
? Where is the nearest first aid kit?  Where is the nearest fire 

extinguisher? 
? Where can you find drinking water and bathroom facilities? 
? What are the lockout/tagout policies and procedures? 
? Will you have a mentor to help you with task - and safety – related 

questions? 
 
If you’re a seasoned employee working with a new employee, remember that 
through your actions, you’re providing examples that will create a lasting 
impression.  Your attitude towards safety will be reflected in his or her work 
habits for a long time to come.  If you are a foreman, you have a unique 
opportunity to instill a good safety attitude in your whole crew by practicing 
and enforcing good, safe work practices.  When you show that you care about 
safety and about making sure your crew avoids injuries, their safety record, 
morale, and productivity will all improve. 
 
A safety attitude is contagious.  Those most susceptible to healthy safety 
attitudes are the new employees. 
 
SAFETY REMINDER………..Even an experienced construction worker is a 
“new employee” the first day on a new site.  Take the time to identify the 
hazards and learn the rules and procedures for each new site.
